VISA REQUEST

You are recommended to apply for a business (not tourist) visa, especially if you will stay for more than one week. 
In this case, please send us a visa request and a scan of the most important pages of your passport. Please note that your passport should have at least 6 months of validity.

After getting your data, we will obtain Vietnam Visa Approval Letter for you. It is a document issued by Vietnam Immigration Department (Vietnam Ministry of Public Security). It functions as an official permission allowing you to board the flight to Vietnam and get visa stamped onto the passport. 

WITH THAT DOCUMENT you CAN go to Vietnamese consulate (indicated by you below) to ask for a visa. Usually you will get it very quickly (in some consulates even within an hour). 

Once we’ll get a visa approval letter, a colored scanned copy of the approval letter will be sent to you by email.
